1 AIMS – To raise funds for Crohn’s in Childhood Research Association, (The Association) registered charity numbers:

England & Wales  278212, Scotland SC040700, for research into the cause of Inflammatory Bowel Disease.

2 MEMBERSHIP  of the 200 Club is open to anybody age 16 or over

3 SUBSCRIPTIONS – Annual subscription is £26 payable by Standing Order, Cheque, Credit Card or Bank Transfer
4 BENEFITS – (Based on full complement of 200 members)-

· Quarterly – A ballot of all members fully paid up in the month preceding each ballot will take place every third month and will be known as the Quarterly Draw.  The first number drawn will receive a prize of £250 and the second and third numbers will each receive a prize of £75    

· Note   If a full complement of 200 members is not reached, the quarterly prizes will be in proportion to the number of members.
